abandon its plans to buy 12 nuclear-capable fighter jets

e 24 February marked the fourth anniversary of the Russian invasion of Ukraine. Please read this short
article  from ICAN (the International Campaign to  Abolish  Nuclear Weapons):

including the expiry of the New START treaty, Russia’s nuclear threats, and the response of European
leaders.

Pray for ‘a settlement that not only ends the
fighting, but also rolls back nuclear risks and strengthens the norm against nuclear weapons.’

e - ‘Together we are stronger’ (CND). Please pray for all CND and CCND members, for our fellowship
and support of one another in CCND, and for a new Treasurer
